Holding a Master’s Degree of Enology at the University of Bordeaux, France as well as a Grand
Diploma from the Cordon Bleu de Paris, in France, he was knighted by the French Government as
Chevalier de L’Ordre du Merite Agricole for his outstanding contribution to French cuisine and wine.
He has served actively as a judge in wine competitions since 1994. In 2006 he became the first in
Asia to be invited to be a Member of the Jury for the prestigious wine competition, the Citadelles du
Vin which is held in Bordeaux every year.
