Our Editor, Ms. Bonnie So, came up with a beautiful idea to express in a better way the direction or “theme” of the book. She suggested the idea of Rosaryhill as a Garden, or the “Hill of Roses”, where there are custodians of the garden, gardeners and a variety of beautiful roses or flowers. In time our book began to develop into a reality. Many different people were contacted to obtain their feelings, their memories about the years spent in the school. We subsequently published the book that has now been widely read, well received and widely accepted. 





In the book we have included past and recent photos. We have also included a brief history, because we thought it important to pay tribute to the 50 years of our school. We explain some aspects that make our school different, as it is the “Fathers’ Council” that has been the main governing body in the school. But above all, we have the testimonies of many persons who have been or still are part of the school!
