I can advance to you the title, Noah’s Ark, or “the vision of a mission”.



5. Academic Activities, we will have four during the next school year, when we will invite past students to deliver talks on topics of interest for current and past students. We will let you have further details on these academic activities soon.

6. Publications: we have already approached some of you about one of the publications, the History Booklet that we plan to publish. There will also be two DVDs presenting the school and the activities to be held during the Anniversary.
